Children love to learn Rainbow Planet songs. They love to sing, dance, and act with them. The Rainbow Planet Workshop helps children know they can create meaningful songs of their own. 

Jim Valley’s love of music, art and dance is infectious. Through his work in these elements, the underlying thread of universal feelings of imagination, self worth, friendship and joy is woven.

Singing Rainbow Planet songs builds self-esteem and sends the message to children that they can make a positive difference in the world, as in "I am special, You are special, We are special together" from Jim’s song, Rainbow Planet.

About the Workshops/Assemblies

The Rainbow Planet Workshop is a cooperative adventure in creative expression for children and teachers. Song writing, group singing, movement, creative writing and art are explored through themes of friendship, nature, ecology, culturality and imagination. 

Rainbow Planet Workshops and Assemblies range from one day to a weeklong residency. A one day program includes:

Three to four 50 minute sessions per day divided by grade level –OR-- three sessions per day with a culminating assembly. 

An evening family concert is also a popular option. They are a great opportunity to bring families together and create community.

During each session, Jim weaves student’s creative writings into wonderful songs and leaves a recorded CD with the school. His ability to compose melodies on the spot amazes everyone! 

In a weeklong residency, Jim will meet with each group two to three times, depending on the size of the school. At the end of the week, Jim will lead a culminating assembly where grades or classrooms present their new songs with movements. 
Planning for Jim’s Visit 

Although schools will benefit the most with some preparation for Jim’s visit, they will also enjoy a wonderful celebration without any prep. Her are some tips:

1. Familiarize your students with some of Jim’s songs

2. Create a cooperative classroom poem on any positive topic

3. Create a cooperative poster with a friendship slogan or theme of your choice.
